ANNOUNCEMENTS 
The following is the JIF Safety Committee Report for January 2012:  The Safety Committee met on January 10th. There were 

4 incidents reviewed from the latter part of December with little significance anticipated in payouts.  In comparison to last 

year’s report, Mother Nature was kinder to the region than in December of 2010. 

 

A summary report for 2011 lists 23 open claims valued as of 12/31/2011. These were spread out fairly evenly with 5 auto 

liability, 5 general liability, 5 property and 8 workers compensation.  The lost time accident frequency as of December 31, 

2011 was 2.33. This compares favorably with years 09 and 10.  Ventnor’s lost time accident frequency is below the JIF 

average for the 3 year period and of course, that is a good thing. 

 

A noted highlight for 2011 was that Ventnor achieved 98.1% in providing transitional duty days. This program cuts overall 

claims cost as well as gets employees back to work earlier. 

 

PUBLIC PORTION 

DENNIS CASEY, 26 N Newport (corner of Newport & Winchester) addressed a situation occurring near his property since 

July 2010.  During a bad storm, rainwater travelled down Newport to Winchester.  He estimated that during a 2 hr period over 

4500/4600 gallons of water went down a curbside hole under Newport Ave into Winchester Ave where there is large void.  He 

does not know what is under the street or where the water went.  He is concerned because the vibrations and horizontal travel 

of waves going through the ground when trucks travel along Winchester Ave is shaking his house and possibly affecting the 

foundation of his 90 years old home.  Public Works patched the hole and secured the area but the problem has not been solved.   

 

After speaking with MR CASEY last week, MAYOR KELLY said she sent PW Supt DAVID SMITH to look at it and will 

double check with him to see what can be done.  MR. CASEY continued by stating that after speaking with the City Clerk last 

week and being directed to the City Engineer, he received an e-mail from the engineer’ office.    City Engineer DEBORAH 

WAHL confirmed that after MR. CASEY contacted the Engineer’s office, she called W/S Supt THOMAS KLEIN.   

Winchester Ave is a concrete street and PW does not have equipment necessary to cut through concrete.  South Jersey Gas 

Company is presently replacing gas mains in that area so she will coordinate with the contractor working for the gas company 

and have them cut into the concrete so the problem can be investigated.   She will call MR CASEY on Friday (1/20) with a 

more accurate time frame for identifying and correcting the problem. 

 

LINDA PIROLLI, 109 N Avolyn  reported that after 55 years she no longer feels safe in her home due to a recent  series of 

burglaries and attempted burglaries  in her neighborhood.   The police do come readily when called but she thought it might be 

a good idea to alert people through the City newsletter if this is happening throughout city or just their area.   CMR PIATT 

stated that the police have not identified this as a citywide problem but he will speak to CHIEF MILLER and call her with an 

update.

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WHEREAS, due to the above, the State of New Jersey, Department of Environmental Protection issued an Administrative 

Order and Notice of Civil Administrative Penalty Assessment against the Ventnor City Water and Sewer Utility in the amount 

of $30,000.00; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Ventnor requested an Administrative Hearing regarding the same; and 

 

WHEREAS, due to negotiations between the parties, the Department of Environmental Protection has agreed to reduce said 

penalty to the amount of $1,750.00; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Ventnor was required to adopt a municipal Storm Water Management Plan as of April 1, 2005; and 

 

WHEREAS, said Storm Water Management Plan was not submitted in a timely manner; and

Order and Notice of Civil Administrative Penalty Assessment which sought a penalty in the amount of $15,000.00; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Ventnor requested a hearing regarding the same; and 

 

WHEREAS, after discussions between representatives of the City of Ventnor and the State of New Jersey, Department of 

Environmental Protection, the penalty was reduced to the minimum amount allowable by law, that being, $7,500.00.

MAYOR KELLY read the following JIF Safety Committee Report for February 2012:  “The Safety Committee met on 

February 7, 2012. 3 incidents were reviewed: 2 were minor “fender benders” involving city autos & 1 was a worker’s comp 

involving blood born pathogen exposure (finger pricked by blood testing lancet). None of these incidents is major with regard 

to financial payout. 
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The annual ACMJIF Safety Breakfast took place Thursday February 9 - all departments were represented. Ventnor qualified 

for the 2011 safety incentive program. The 2012 Safety Incentive Program Contract was signed at the City Safety Committee 

meeting initiating the 2012 yr. 

 

Of note, as part of the roadway, signage & walkway program, Captain Biagi stated that due to ongoing roadwork being done 

throughout the city, notification to the police dept of potholes & surface issues would be directed to various contractors for 

rapid correction. 

 

MAYOR KELLY announced that CLEAN OCEAN ACTION’S 27TH ANNUAL BEACH SWEEPS will be held SATURDAY, 

APRIL 21 & SATURDAY OCTOBER 20, 2012 from 9AM TO 12:30PM adding that hopefully the beach replenishment project will be 

completed by the April 21st date. 

 

PUBLIC PORTION 

JOHN OLIVE, 4919 Ventnor thanked the Mayor and Commissioners for their dedication to the City of Ventnor knowing that 

they do it for love of the City.   MR OLIVE continued by stating that the Commission understands the problems he is having 

with a neighbor’s fire pit, he read a rough draft of the ordinance and asked the Commission to please consider making the 

requirements to burn an open fire 35’ from an adjacent building.  MAYOR KELLY thanks MR OLIVE for his comments and 

said they will talk it over. 

 

PRICILLA BEURET, 15 S Richards referenced a property she is trying to sell near tennis courts, relating how one day there 

was a swimming pool and big trees behind it and the next week there was a big monster machine and piles of dirt.  People who 

own the building thought the fence was theirs and had it removed.  She checked at Code Enforcement and found a survey 

dating back to 1984 that did not show a fence on their property.  MS.  BEURET thought notification to adjoining properties 

should be given when fences are torn down.   

 

MS BEURET then asked why the trees at the tennis courts were removed.  MAYOR KELLY explained that the City along 

with the Beautification Committee is looking to fix up the area.  The tennis courts will be resurfaced and new fencing will be 

installed along with trees or bushes and flowers.  Since trees are not needed for the tennis courts to function and they are hard 

to maintain, other shrubbery not requiring daily maintenance will be planted.   The MAYOR and CMR ADVENA assured MS 

BEURET that the area will look nice once completed.    MS BEURET agreed, commenting on how nice the mural on the new 

tennis court/C-Sure Park bathrooms look.  While these are all positives, she always liked the trees that act as a buffer.  The 

Mayor agreed but reiterated the maintenance issues with trees adding a story about a gentleman who told her how nice it 

looked without the trees, now being able to view the beach and boardwalk.  In closing, MS BEURET asked if trash receptacles 

would be included in the new plan.  The MAYOR answered affirmatively stating that the Beautification Committee ordered 10 

new trash/recycle receptacles and the City added 6 so the tennis court area will get some. 

 

EILEEN RISLER – 202 N Newark thanked the Commission for doing the fire pit ordinance. 

 

Before closing the meeting, City Engineer DEBORAH WAHL asked SOLICITOR MAGUIRE if it was necessary to adjourn 

to Executive Session to discuss a DEP notice received today concerning remediation for underground storage tanks removed 

from various City properties. 

 

SOLICITOR MAGUIRE indicated that Executive Session was not necessary and ENGINEER WAHL gave a brief summary of 

the facts. The City received a notice from the DEP that remediation work is required at the Public Works Yard as a result of the 

removal of underground fuel tanks prior to 2001.  The tanks were removed but there is an area of contamination at the site.  At 

that time a report was prepared by Casie Protank outlining what remediation work would be required but the work was not 

performed.

MAYOR KELLY indicated that Resolution No. 16 of 2012 was passed earlier in this evening to give the 

Engineer authorization to take whatever steps are necessary to do the remediation that the DEP is requiring.  SOLICITOR 

MAGUIRE agreed that the Resolution was all that is necessary for the Engineer to proceed.   CMR PIATT asked if we know 

the scale of the project and the Mayor inquired if just the Public Works Complex is involved.  ENGINEER WAHL responded 

that the scope of the project is not known at this point and that she believes from reviewing letters that Wells #8 and #7 may 

also be included.  She could not answer positively until she sees the actual report.

Department budgets are reviewed and put together by the CFO and gone over in detail with numerous meetings 

taking place.  There is a slight rate increase this year due to the $35M decrease in assessments.  That is a large amount to 

absorb in any budget.  In addition, the many capital improvements created additional debt service but were needed to upgrade 

the water and sewer infrastructure.  These upgrades, delayed for many years, have been taken on at great expense to the City 

and taxpayers.   AUDITOR MOORE concluded by saying this is a well conceived budget and certainly conservative in 

increases in operations of the budget.   CFO ABODERIN added that we are under the CAP and as explained by the Auditor the 

rate increase is not significant. 

 

MAYOR KELLY asked if this process is still ongoing from tonight’s introduction until the adoption on April 19.  The Auditor 

explained that anything can be amended before the adoption and that the adoption can be postponed if necessary.

ANNOUNCEMENTS 

MAYOR KELLY announced that the BOARD OF SCHOOL ESTIMATES which is made up of the 3 Commissioners and 2 

Board of Education members will meet to approve the school budget on THURSDAY, MARCH 22 @ 6PM at City Hall. 

 
The following is the JIF Safety Committee Report for March 2012:  “The Safety Committee met on March 6th. There were 4 

incidents reviewed, 2 involved police officers in separate incidents resulting in a head injury & a knee injury on duty.  A sub 

contractor fell while working in city hall; this should go through the employer’s workers compensation policy.  A resident fell 

in a street in an area in disrepair due to excavation for utilities. The contractor was notified and stated the situations will be 

graded even.  Department reports were very brief; recreation stated that field preparation & any facility repairs are in progress. 

It has been a mild winter & most areas have weathered well.  The meeting was brief & adjourned until next month.” 

 

PUBLIC PORTION 

PETER MOKOVER, 5000 Boardwalk reminded everyone that the Beautification Committee’s “Chef’s Night Out” will be 

Sunday, April 15, 2012 from 4 to 8 and tickets are almost sold out.   MAYOR KELLY thanked Mr. Mokover,  commenting 

that this is a nice evening and invited everyone to join. 

 

LEE SIROTA, 14 N Wyoming, referring to the Introduction of Ord 2012-07 asked for an explanation.  AUDITOR MOORE 

explained that Municipal Budgets are under 2 CAPS, an appropriation CAP and a levy cap.  The appropriation CAP was 

established in 1976.  Ventnor City is almost $1M under that CAP.  The reason for passing this Ordinance is to insure that if any 

extraordinary circumstance arises in the future that requires the City to spend more it allows the city to Bank this appropriation.    

 

ROBERT LANDAU, 6412 Winchester referring to the street construction over the past several months asked for an estimated 

completion date on Newport and Portland from Ventnor to Winchester.   Engineer WAHL reported that Phase I (Martindale, 

Baltimore, Newport, etc) should be completed within the next few weeks with just a small portion of Portland still needing to 

be restored.  Phase II (Fulton) has been expanded to include Berkshire & Washington.   Fulton & Washington are nearly 

complete and the design for Berkshire should be implemented shortly.  The other ongoing project (Winchester) is the gas 

company’s project.  The City had a meeting with them today.  The replacement of mains in Winchester is almost complete and 

they will be starting on side streets.  The additional work on the side streets by the gas company will be ongoing into summer.   

 

Referring to comments by the Mayor on a recent radio show regarding the “plan” to renovate a “drab look” to the city, MR. 

LANDAU asked if there is some City plan that has been in effect since this regime came into office and is moving forward or 

is it something that is being developed for this election campaign.   MAYOR KELLY explained that there is an enormous 

amount of work being done on the streets.  It is taking a long time because in conjunction with the gas company work,  the City 

made a commitment that the city’s contractors doing water and sewer work on the same streets, would work alongside the gas 

company.  The gas company has agreed to do the milling and paving of these streets.   That, along with new gutters will shape 

the town up.  The Mayor enumerated other ongoing projects being done around the City, which include the tennis court, behind 

the library and new roof, paint, bulk heading and fencing at the Public Works building on Cornwall.   There is a lot of work 

being done to make our town what we all believe it should be.  The Mayor explained that on the radio show she said that 

before she ran, it was her opinion that Ventnor was a “tired” city.  What this Commission is trying to do is renovate and bring 

it back to life.  It is a great city but for a long time not enough was done.   In response to MR. LANDAU’S question regarding 

talking to business owners about revitalize their store fronts, the Mayor answered affirmatively.  She stated that 2 years ago 

their windows were brought up to Code, Public Works is looking into trees in the business districts and the Beautification 

Committee bought 12 new trash/recycling cans and City bought 6 more to be placed on the Boardwalk and Ventnor Avenue.  

Many things are happening - happening all together.  Hopefully by the time people come in for summer they will see a new 

town.   
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MR. LANDAU then asked if there is any plan to be more aggressive with parking of commercial vehicles on residential 

streets.  MAYOR KELLY assured him that the Police Department is aware and do give tickets.  She asked MR. LANDAU to 

call her with any offenders and she will forward it to the Chief. 

 

On a final issue relating to rental properties, MR. LANDAU asked if there is any program to have landlords voluntarily limit 

the number of occupants.  The Mayor explained that the law does not help us.  Using her house as an example, the Mayor 

explained that based on square footage, she could have about 40 people living there.  The law says this is fine as long as all 40 

share the same kitchen.   Code Enforcement does check and CO’s telling who is living there are required.  SOLICITOR 

MAGUIRE interjected that the only way to set limits is based on “occupancy load”.   Occupants do not have to be related as 

long as they live as a unit.  These rules vary from State to State but New Jersey is very clear on this subject.   

 

MR. LANDAU asked how to sign up to be a volunteer.  The Mayor said she gave his name, address and telephone number to 

the Beautification Committee and offered that if he calls her office, she would give him more information.   

 

HELEN OLIVE, 4919 Ventnor Ave asked SOLICITOR MAGUIRE where the line is drawn between renting rooms and 

apartment rentals.  The Solicitor explained that there are distinctions under the code relating to occupancy classifications and it 

depends on a number of factors i.e., what is inside the building, the building size, etc.  Ventnor has a rental registration 

Ordinance that is very strongly enforced to keep track of rental properties to insure that they are complying with all laws.  

MRS. OLIVE related what exists on her street - some are rentals, but there is also a rooming house.  The Solicitor explained 

that if the rooming house received Zoning or Planning approval or is a pre-existing, non-conforming use and continues to 

operate as such, nothing can be done.  He offered that if she has any doubts, to call Mr. Agnesino’s office and he will go out 

and check the property and make sure it is conforming in all respects.

No action binding 

upon the Board of Commissioners will be taken within Executive Session and the discussion conducted in closed session will 

be disclosed to the public when legally permitted and when the public interest will no longer be served by keeping such matters 

confidential.  The matter to be discussed is a personnel matter regarding an employee in the Public Works department.

Solicitor Maguire reported that discussed in Executive Session was a personnel matter regarding one of our Public Works 

employees and in particular, reports which are pertinent to that individual’s pending request for an extended leave of absence.  

This employee had already gotten a 6-month leave of absence and has requested to extend that leave and take leave under the 

Family Medical Leave Act.  The Solicitor asked the Commissioners to make a motion to either approve or disapprove the 

request for those leaves. 

 

Mayor Kelly moved, seconded by Cmr Piatt to disapprove said leaves.   

Roll Call: Yeas: Commissioners Piatt, Advena and Mayor Kelly 

 

Solicitor Maguire stated that he would notify Mr. Wagener of the decision and keep the Commission updated on this matter.
